Pizzelles, an Italian cookie favorite, as well as light refreshments, will be served. 

	On Friday, Dec. 9 and Saturday, Dec. 10, the Byers’ Choice workshop—where 100 artisans typically handcraft the iconic Carolers—will become a theater to host the annual one-man performances of “A Christmas Carol” starring Gerald Charles Dickens. The great-great grandson of famed author Charles Dickens takes the audience back to the Dickensian streets of London, England during the 1800s. Catch the international performer at 7 p.m. on Dec. 9 or at 1 p.m. and 5 p.m. on Dec. 10. Tickets are $18 each and can be purchased by calling 215-822-6700.
