GERALD DICKENS’ SIGNING RECEPTION SUGGESTIONS

Gerald Dickens is very gracious and enjoys interacting with his audience during signing receptions either before or after his performances.  While photograph-taking is strictly prohibited during his performances, your guests are welcome to take photographs of him with friends and family during the receptions.  However, if the guest line is long and it doesn’t seem that everyone will get through it by the end of the reception, it would be best to discourage picture-taking until everyone gets the opportunity to meet him and get his autograph.  

To facilitate the signing periods, we suggest that you assign someone accompany  Mr. Dickens and to help him with anything he needs, such as extra pens and water.  This person could also monitor the flow of guests and clear up potential bottlenecks.

For the signing reception, Mr. Dickens will need a table, a chair, drinking water (and refills), fine-point indelible black ink pens (we find that “Sharpie Ultra Fine Point Permanent Markers” work very well), and black ink medium point ball point pens.  

It’s a good idea to set up an easeled sign on the table to announce that Mr. Dickens will be signing at that location, with the date/s and time/s noted on the sign. Mr. Dickens will be glad to sign any item that he is able to write on, including the event program or ticket.
